III. WHAT YOU WILL LEARN IN THIS COURSE
This is a comprehensive course in Microsoft Office 2007. Familiarity with the fundamentals and some advanced features of Microsoft Office Word 2007, Microsoft Office Excel 2007, Microsoft Office Access 2007, and Microsoft Office PowerPoint 2007 is assumed.
The objectives of this course are:
· To offer a comprehensive presentation of Microsoft Office 2007 and Access 2007.

· To expose students to practical examples of the computer as a useful tool.

· To acquaint students with the proper procedures to create workbooks and worksheets suitable for coursework, professional purposes, and personal use.

· To help students discover the underlying functionality of MS Office Word 2007, MS Power Point 2007, and Excel 2007 so that such tools can be used more effectively and productively.

· To develop an exercise-oriented approach that allows learning by doing

· Fully online-oriented course.

· Assignments: Eight (8) assignments (two for each application) will be given. These assignments may require the application of various software packages. Online training activities are available to help students acquire the necessary skills.
