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Global Colloquium Program Overview

The colloquium will address three major themes of contemporary interest:

· Advancing Global Engineering Education Research 

· Enhancing Global Engineering Innovation and Entrepreneurship

· Assuring Engineering Quality and Enabling Global Mobility

The colloquium will focus on successful strategies and practices for advancing these themes. Contributors are encouraged to provide examples that detail actions of what works and why, and with supporting evidence. 

Track 1: Advancing Global Engineering Education Research

The future of engineering education is increasingly being discussed around the world, especially within the many societies and journals dedicated to teaching engineering. The discussions are evolving from what we teach to more pedagogically-based conversations about how we teach. However, the scholarship of inquiry in engineering education is not yet well developed. Carefully planned educational research involves quantitative and qualitative studies of how students learn in an engineering context. Research questions include: What is it that enables learning to take place? How do we facilitate it? How do we determine what students have actually learned? Scholars who contribute to this small but growing body of knowledge have few opportunities to meet and discuss research methodologies and share the outcomes of their work. 

This track is intended to bring together researchers from around the world who are embracing this interdisciplinary research focus on educational innovations as well as those who would like to develop their scholarship of inquiry in engineering education.

Engineers play a key role not only in solving local/global problems but in knowledge creation and knowledge transfer. In order to address the challenges of a globalized economy, it is imperative that technical know-how be supplemented with business savvy and social awareness. 

This track is intended to present global perspectives on infusing more innovation and entrepreneurship into the education of engineers, including consideration of the social, sustainable, and political realities of a global community.

They practice increasingly on a global scale, either in virtual teams or by working abroad. The engineering profession must view itself from this global perspective and must prepare its graduates for such a global workplace. Thus, engineering education programs must be assessed by international standards and benchmarks of quality and providing international experiences for engineering students and professionals has to become a key objective. 

This track is intended to present international perspectives on assuring quality in engineering programs, develop worldwide recognition of engineering accreditation, and prepare the next generation of engineers for a more mobile global workplace.

The traditional text book is a mature technology that is too slow to keep up with the rapidly changing technical fields and too expensive for many students and workers.  The Connexions Project will be described as an example of an OER that produces both online educational resources and up-to-date, inexpensive printed books.  It consists of a repository of small modules of educational content, encoded in XML, licensed under the Creative Commons attribution only copyright, and available over the Internet, worldwide.  There are over 4,000 modules in the repository, 220 collections into courses or books, and 7,000 registered authors with use in 127 countries.  Connexions aims to provide high quality educational content free (or at a very low cost) to anyone in the world.  It allows authorship in most languages and all subject areas.  It provides a platform for interactive online learning with dynamic simulations and virtual laboratories and a certification process to insure quality control.

GENERAL INFORMATION

Often described as the crossroads of Europe and Asia, Istanbul is a city of contrasts. A centre of world trade since the Byzantine era, when its silks, religious artifacts and luxury goods were the envy of all empires, today's Istanbul is vibrant and cosmopolitan.

The Bosphorus Strait is the soul of Istanbul, and ancient sites such as the Yildiz Palace and Park and the bustling Grand Bazaar provide an insight into Istanbul's historic past, while the buzzing atmosphere of the pedestrianised Istiklal Caddesi reflects Istanbul's future.

A walk through the streets of Istanbul presents the city’s impressive past on every corner. Wherever you spend your time in Istanbul, a warm, welcoming smile will greet you.
Travel in Turkey

By Bus 

Busses are an efficient and affordable way to travel in Turkey. Private bus companies provide frequent day and night services between all Turkish cities. The major bus lines have spacious, comfortable coaches, and offer coffee, tea and snacks. 

By Train 

The extensive Turkish State Railways network connects most major cities. On some trains, sleeping compartments are available. 
Transportation From and To the Airport 
Havas airport busses are a convenient and affordable alternative to taxis for transportation from airports to downtown areas or from downtown areas to airports in Turkey. 
Taxis

Taxis are a fairly inexpensive and easy, private form of transportation to get around the city. Because of their yellow color they are very noticeable. They are equipped with taximeters which have two rates-day and night. From 6 am until midnight is the daily rate, and from midnight to 6 am is the night rate. As expected, the night rate is more expensive. 

Weather 

Istanbul has a mild, warm Mediterranean climate. During the summer months the temperatures are between 30 °C and 40 °C and in winter the average temperature never sinks below freezing. People having problems with the heat should visit Istanbul during spring or autumn. High season for a trip is from June to August. 

Language 

Languages spoken in Istanbul are Turkish, Kurdish, Arabic, Armenian and Greek. In touristy areas English is understood. 

Religion 

The biggest part of the population is admitting themselves to Islam. Important but small minorities are the Greek orthodox Christians, the Armenian Christians and the Sephardic Jews. The city is the seat of the patriarch of Constantinople, who possesses an orthodox church in Turkey and who is accepted as the head of the whole orthodoxy. 
It is also the residency of the arch bishop of the Turkish orthodox community, an Armenian arch bishop and a Turkish chief rabbi. The city view is shaped by buildings of different religious groups, especially in Kuzguncuk they are very close to each other. 

Currency

The currency used in Turkey is the New Turkish Lira (YTL). Notes come in denominations of 1; 5; 10; 20; 50 and 100 YTL and the coins in use are 0,05, 0,10; 0,25and 1 YTL. Credit cards are accepted in most hotels and bigger shops. In many small shops and on markets you can only pay cash. In some shops they don’t have much change so be prepared to have some small notes with you all the time. Money can be taken from any cash machine at any time of the day. You can change money in banks or exchange offices (PTT). In touristy areas some of the shops also change money.

Tipping 

It is common practice to tip 5 to 10 percent in the more expensive restaurants. Taxi drivers do not have to be tipped but it is customary to round the meter amount as a tip. There is no extra charge for more than one person or for luggage. Hotel porters will expect a tip of around 2 or 3 percent of the cost of your room.

Telephone 

As calling from a hotel is in general very expensive it is advisable to call from a public telephone. Therefore you can use a telephone card which can be purchased at kiosks or at the post office. For calls to Turkey first dial 0090 and then 212 for Istanbul from the European side and 216 for the Asian part. 

Electricity

Turkey operates on 220 volts, 50 Hz, with round-prong European-style plugs that fit into recessed wall sockets/points.
Four- and five-star hotels often provide North American-style 120 volts, 60 Hz flush-mounted sockets (points) for North American flat-prong plugs.

Internet throughout Turkey
There are internet cafés in every part of the city. You can surf the internet while having a cup of tea (cay) or coffee which you have to pay separately. During the day the clientele are students, in the evening you find more adults over there. Outside of Istanbul you are likely to share a slow broadband connection or only dialup. Expect to pay 2.00 YTL for 30 – 60 minutes depending on location and bandwidth.

Credit Cards

Major credit cards are widely accepted around the city, and Visa cash advances from the ATMs at major bank branches provide a painless route to holiday spending. Head offices of the credit card companies are in Istanbul.

Turkish Bath 

Communal baths were used in Roman and Byzantine times, but as the name "Turkish Bath" suggests, they played a significant role in Ottoman culture. At a time when the concept of cleanliness was not yet accepted in Europe, the Turks were very fastidious due to Islam's emphasis on cleanliness. Countless baths were built in the typical Ottoman architectural style throughout the empire. Unfortunately, few have survived to the present. Cagaloglu Hamami and Cemberlitas Hamami, both in Istanbul, are very popular with tourists. 

A classic bath usually has three sections: changing rooms, a hot room and a cold room. After entering the hamam and exchanging one's clothes for a "pestamal" or towel, you then proceed to the "gobek tasi", a large heated stone where you perspire and are rubbed down by a bath attendant. If the heat proves too much, you can retire to a cooler room. This method of bathing is the most refreshing.
